The contractor has to attach a list of workers, payment made through
bank Account & contribution of ESI & EPF, payment of GST to concerned authorities along

with the bill duly certified by Indentor/Manager (Processing)/Shift Manager/Dy. Manager

(Distt). The payment shall be made on monthly basis on submission of a bill duly certified by
Manager (Processing)/Shift Manager /Dy. Manager (Distt) to A.O (I)/Store Payment. For billing
purpose, the total number of crates will be calculated on the basis of milk quantity dispatched to
market. :

Assured Payment of minimum quantity: You shall be paid for minimum quantity of Job (A),
Job (B) and Job (C), even if dispatched quantity of DMS Milk plus Sudha/Mother Dairy Milk
goes below the specified minimum quantity of 22000 crates per day.

18. Site Visit : Before quoting the rates, the contractor may visit Delhi Milk Scheme to access
quantum of work and the requirement of workers for performing jobs as given in Annexure ‘A’
as per present capacity of Poly Pack Machines and infrastructure etc. for carrying out the job in
time. Any clarification required may be got from Manager (Processing)/Dy.GM(T) and Dy.
Manager (Distribution).

19. The contractor/ party shall maintain all statutory records in respect of workers employed by him
to execute the job & shall maintain all such mandatory records which are required as per existing
laws /rules.

20. Maintenance of Records : Contractor shall maintain all records like Number of workers
deployed, name & address of the workers, quantum of job carried out on day to day basis,
payment made to their workers, contribution of EPF& ESI to concerned authority. He shall
maintain all such records/documents which is mandatory requirement as per government rule
from time to time.

22. Penalty : For Job (A) : :

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In case of contractor fails to provide services of scope of work as per for Job (B) a penalty of
Rs.5000/- per reporting of such incidence by shift Incharge Poly Pack shall be imposed.
Job (C):
A penalty of Rs.1,000/- per delayed vehicle will be imposed on contractor if
vehicles are delayed due to his fault and leave after 3.30 AM in night shift and 2.00 PM in day
shift. Reason and No. of delayed vehicles will be certified by Dy. Manager (Distribution). Such
penalty shall be deducted from the bills of the contractor.

The staff engaged by the party under the contract shall not have any claim or right for their
recruitment in Delhi Milk Scheme on regular basis or otherwise and the contractor will have to
submit an affidavit to this effect.
In case of any accident to their staff, the expenses/compensation shall be borne/paid by the
contractor and DMS will not be responsible for any liability in this regard.
They will be allowed to avail their weekly off once a week which may be schedule as per need of
work.
Statutory and Mandatory Provision : The contractor shall abide by all the statutory and
mandatory provisions of labour/Industrial laws in force from time to time.

In case contractor fails to perform the Job at any time or mandatory records are not maintained or
minimum salary / wages are not paid to worker or any terms & conditions of contract are not
complied, the General Manager, Delhi Milk Scheme will treat such act as breach of contract and
shall be free to cancel the contract and make alternative arrangements to get. the job done.
Security deposit can be forfeited and penalty can be recovered from any payable bills of existing
contracts or any other contracts of the firm apart from taking other legal/administrative action.
If any of the personnel of the contactor indulge in theft or any illegal /irregular activities,
misconduct, the contractor will take appropriate action as per law and rules against it erring
personnel in consultation with DMS and intimate the action taken to this office. If need be, an
FIR should be lodged against the erring personnel. Such personnel who indulges in such activities
should not be employed in this office by the contractor in any case.

If the
amount required for payment falls short, it shall be appropriated recovered from the security
deposit of the contractor apart from taking any other action as per rule.

Washing of 22,000 Nos. empty crates through crate washer returned
from market & Manual Cleaning of 1,000 segregated dirty crates every
day.

All disputes and differences arising out of or in any way touching or concerning
this Agreement whatsoever except where it is specifically stated that decision of
General Manager, Delhi Milk Scheme shall be final and binding, shall be referred to the
sole arbitration of any arbitrator nominated by the Secretary, Ministry of Law,
Department of Legal Affairs, Government of India. It will be no objection to any
nomination that the person nominated by him is a Gowt. servant, that he has to deal
with the matter to which this agreement relates and that in the course of his duties as
Govt. servant he had expressed views on all or any of the matters in dispute of
difference. The award of the Arbitrator, so nominated shall be final and binding on the
parties to this agreement.

It is a term of this agreement that in the event of the Arbitrator to whom the
matter is originally referred being transferred, or vacation his office for any reason his
successor in office shall be deemed to have been nominated as the arbitrator in
accordance with the terms of this agreement. He shall be entitled to proposed with the
reference from the stage at which it was left by this predecessor and the provision of
this clause shall apply. To all such proceedings the provision of Indian arbitration act
shall apply.
