(a) In case the Contractor fails to perform the job or fails to provide labours for washing of empty crates
through crate washer at any shift a penalty of Rs.1,000/- per shift shall be imposed and deducted
from bills of the Contractor.

(b) In case the Contractor fails to manually clean 1000 crates per day, in that case a penalty of Rs.1/- per
crate for not manually cleaned crates will be levied & recovered from the bill. No extra payment
shall be made for manual cleaning of 1,000 crates per day.

For Job (B):

Beyond 10 PM a penalty of Rs.1/-
per crate will be levied on contractor for packing of left over crates if the packing extends due to
contractor’s fault. In any case the contractor has to provide sufficient labour to complete the
packaging by 1 AM the following day, in case of emergencies as per

(e) In case of contractor fails to provide services of scope of work as per for Job (B) a penalty of
Rs.5000/- per reporting of such incidence by shift Incharge Poly Pack shall be imposed.

Washing of 20,000 Nos. empty crates through crate washer returned

from market & Manual Cleaning of 1,000 segregated dirty crates every day.
The Contractor shall arrange the crates for feeding/washing which are
available anywhere at the unloading dock/Central Dairy Complex. The
crate shall have to be collected and transported near the crate washing for
feeding or for manual cleaning by hand scrubbing.

Cutting of leaky, small and under/over weight pouches in milk receptors.
Washing of empty leaky pouches and transferring these pouches to

designated place at regular interval.

Unloading and stacking of filled crates in cold store and transferring the
filled crates to designated place in the cold store. He will ensure that no
leaky, under/over weight pouch is stacked/stored in cold store. He will also
ensure packed milk packets to be free of foreign matters by tying Nylon
filters etc to be provided by contractor in poly pack machines.
