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Important policy decisions taken and major achievements during the month of April, 

2021. 

1. Cattle & Dairy Development: 

All State Governments and Union Territories were requested to explore possibilities 
to extend support in setting up on-site oxygen generator plants at hospitals by the 
respective State Milk Federations or their affiliated Milk Unions. National Dairy 
Development Board (NDDB) was made available to provide all technical support for 

the same. 

2. Livestock Health: 

i The outbreak of Avian Influenza (H5 and H5NS8) in poultry / ducks was 
confirmed in the States of Kerala, Haryana, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, 

Chhattisgarh, Punjab, Gujarat, Jammu & Kashmir and Uttar Pradesh. The Avian 

Influenza was also confirmed in crows / migratory birds in the States of Haryana, 
Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, Gujarat, 
Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, Uttarakhand, Jammu & Kashmir, Bihar and Punjab. These States 

were requested to take suitable actions as per Action plan on Prevention, Control and 

Containment for Avian Influenza. Post Operational Surveillance Plan (POSP) guidelines 

were issued to the affected States. The sanitation and culling process is underway as per 

the action plan. 

ii. These States are reporting to the Department on a daily basis regarding the 
control measures adopted by them based on the Revised Action Plan for Prevention, 

Control and Containment of Avian Influenza 2021. The Department continues to 

undertake efforts towards generating awareness about Avian Influenza (bird flu) 

through social media platforms like Twitter, Facebook, etc. 

iii.  On confirmation of incidence of Glanders in the States of Uttar Pradesh and 
Uttarakhand, the Department communicated to the States to adopt zoo sanitary 
measures, monitor/restrict the equine movements to and from the infected area to 

prevent further spread of the disease. 

iv.  On confirmation of re-incidence of Lumpy Skin Disease (LSD) in Gujarat, the 
States were advised to take immediate bio-security and bio-safety measures including 
ring vaccination to control and contain the disease in a definite timeline.



v. The Department represented in Second Consultation Meeting on Regional 

Monitoring and ~ Surveillance Guideline Volume “Monitoring antimicrobial use at the 

farm level”. 

vi. The Department vide DO dated 25.04.2021 advised the States/UTs to include 

veterinary services as essential Services in line with NDMA guidelines so that 

veterinary services can function in normal course. 

vii.  The Department nominated the officers from DAHD and ICAR-NIHSAD and 

RDDLs for “Regional Awareness Raising Workshop on Veterinary Workforce and 

VPPs” organized by OIE with the objective to raise awareness about the PVS 

(Performance of Veterinary Services) Pathway, approaches to workforce development, 

and the role of VPPs (Veterinary Practice Partners) in Veterinary Services. 

viii. Under National Animal Disease Control programme (NADCP), during the 

month of April 2021, around 0.30 crore animals were ear-tagged and around 0.05 crore 

animals were vaccinated against FMD. 

3. Credit, Extension and Publicity (CEP): 

i. As part of “Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav “, the Department organised a webinar 

on "Easy credit availability to livestock and dairy farmers under Atma Nirbhar Bharat 

Abhiyan through Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund" on 07.04.2021. 

The webinar was delivered by eminent panelists and over 300 people attended the 

webinar. The livestreaming of the webinar was also made through facebook and twitter 

pages. 

ii. Two meetings were held with National Rural Livelihood Mission (NRLM) Division 

of Department of Rural Development for convergence of different activities of both the 

Departments. It was decided to review and renew the existing MoU between the 

Departments. 

iii.,  One virtual brainstorming session was arranged with Extension and Research 

organizations of Department of Agriculture Research and Education on “Integration 

and Dissemination of Programmes in Animal Husbandry sector” on 15th April 2021. 

The event was participated by the eminent scientists of various agricultural and 

livestock sector and was addressed by Secretary, AHD along with Secretary, 

DARE/DG, ICAR. 

iv. A webinar was arranged on “Role of Veterinarians in One Healt] " on the 

occasion of World Veterinary Day, on 24th April, 2021 as a part of Azadi Ka Amrit 

Mahotsav. Hon'ble Minister(FAHD) welcomed all participants and delivered his 

keynote address to all the veterinarians of the country. The technical session was 

moderated by Dr Praveen Mallick, Animal Husbandry Commissioner and Dr. Sindura 

Ganapathy, Fellow, Office of the Principal Scientific Advisor to Government of India. 

Ms. Madhur S. Dhingra, Senior Animal Health Officer, FAO, Italy, Dr. Umesh Chandra 

Sharma, President, Veterinary Council of India and Dr Jomy Jose, Head, RCC Labs,



Hyderabad were the speakers. The livestreaming of the webinar was also made through 

facebook and twitter pages. 

4. Animal Husbandry Statistics: 

Basic Animal Husbandry Statistics (BAHS) 2020, English version has been 
approved by Hon’ble Minister of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying. 

5. International Cooperation: 

A virtual meeting between Indian delegation led by Secretary, AHD and the 
Netherlands delegation led by Ms. Michiel Van Erkel, Agriculture Counselor, Embassy 

of the Netherlands in New Delhi, was held on 13.04.2021, wherein the topics , inter-alia, 

of bilateral cooperation on One Health, AMR, Certification of horses/rodents, import of 

feed supplements and bovine semen from Netherlands, Setting up of a diary training 

centre in India and Netherlands’ potential assistance in the battle against Mastitis 

disease in India were discussed. 

6. Budget: 

For the year 2021-22, up to April, 2021, against the Budget Estimate (BE) of Rs. 

3599.98 Crore, the expenditure was Rs. 63.82 Crore. During the month of April, 2021, 

Expenditure for the Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying was Rs. 63.82 

Crore. 

7. Social Media Activities: 

During the month, tweeter page of the Department was hit by 41,645 followers.
