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Important policy decisions taken and major achievements during the month of
August, 2021.

1. Cattle & Dairy Development:

i Preliminary Project Report of National Dairy Plan-II (NDP-II)for funding
through World Bank along with the comments of NITI Aayog, MEA, MHA, and M/o
DoNER & MoFPI has been submitted to Department EA for consideration in the
forthcoming Screening Committee meeting of DEA.

ii. Secretary, AHD & President of Indian National Committee (INC) of International
Dairy federation (IDF), chaired a meeting on 17.08.2021 under which preparation for the
hosting of the IDF World Dairy Summit 2022 was discussed.

iii. A meeting to review the progress of the KCC campaign for dairy farmers and to
speed up the implementation of issue of KCC was held on 17.08.2021,which was
attended by Officers from NABARD, D/o Financial Services, SLBCs and State Milk
Federations.

iv.  The operational guidelines for National Programme of Dairy Development and
other related schemes were notified.

2. Livestock Health:

i, On confirmation of incidence of Lumpy Skin Disease (LSD) in Gujarat, the State
was advised to take immediate bio-security and bio-safety measures including ring
vaccination to control and contain the disease in a definite timeline.

ii. The Department has communicated the Administrative Approval along with
Technical Operational guidelines of revised Livestock Health and Disease Programme
to all the States/ UTs.

iii.  The Department recommended the proposals for the State of Karnataka under
RKVY-Animal Health sub-scheme in respect to rabies vaccination in canines.

iv.  The Department again circulated the advisory and National Action Plan to
African swine fever (ASF) affected six NER State Animal Husbandry Departments with

advice to strictly implement the measures for immediate control and containment of
ASF in pigs.



V. Under National Animal Disease Control Programme (NADCP), the next round
of vaccination against FMD has been commenced in Andhra Pradesh and so far
14.72 lakh animals have been vaccinated. The vaccination against Brucella has also been
undertaken and total of 4.25 Lakh vaccinations have been done.

3. National Livestock Mission (NLM)

L A Joint Meeting of Hon’ble Minister for Environment Forest & Climate Change,
Hon’ble Minister for Railways, Hon’ble Minister for Agriculture and Farmers Welfare,
Hon’ble Minister for Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying & Hon’ble Member of
Parliament Sri. V. L. Chavda was held on 13%August 2021 at Indira Paryavaran
Bhawan, New Delhi to discuss issues related to suggestions received on “Parali”
Stubble burning management in NCR & Adjoining Area and its utilization as resources.
During the meeting, it was decided that Parali is to be included as Pashu-Ahaar in Govt
schemes of States/Centre. The Department has nominated a Nodal Officer for the
purpose.

ii. In order to suggest the way forward on regulating Animal Feed, 1 Task force
meeting was held on 26%August, 2021 which was attended by Animal Husbandry
Commissioner (AHC) and other officers of the Department in which view points of
DAHD for formulation of feed regulations were presented by AHC.

ii.  Guidelines for re-aligned and revised NLM Scheme was made available on the
Department’s website.

iv.  Animal Welfare Board conducted Training for Honorary Animal Welfare officers
and deputed 25 individuals as Honorary Animal Welfare officers.

4. Credit, Extension and Publicity (CEP):

As part of Aazadi Ka Amrit Mahostav, Department of Animal Husbandry and
Dairying organized an awareness Programme on Entrepreneurship schemes of the
Department on 27.08.2021 through Common Service Centres network by holding 2000
village level camps across the country. This programme was chaired by Hon’ble Union
Minister of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry & Dairying. Attendees were given complete
information about these schemes, as well as how to apply on the scheme portal through
the CSC itself.

5. International Cooperation:

i Third meeting of the Indo Denmark Joint Working Group on Animal Husbandry
and Dairying was held on 24.08.2021. The issues discussed during the meeting were



inter alia, status of dairy sector in India, Centre to be established in Himachal Pradesh
and Market Access of Indian poultry products, dairy products and buffalo meat t

Denmark.

ii. A meeting with Mr. Dalci de Jesus Bagolin, Agriculture Attachee, Embassy of
Brazil, New Delhi was held on 05.08.2021. Market Access issues between both the
countries including issues of Export of bovine Embryos, camel milk powder, poultry
hatching eggs to Brazil and issues of Export of pork meat, bone chips, milk & milk
products from Brazil to India were discussed during the meeting.

6. Budget:

For the year 2021-22, up to August, 2021, against the Budget Estimate (BE) of Rs.
3599.98 Crore, the expenditure was Rs. 772.61 Crore. During the month of August, 2021,
Expenditure for the Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying was Rs. 273.07
Crore.

7. Social Media Activities:

During the month, tweeter page of the Department was hit by 50,383 followers. Under
Social Media activities 182 creative posts were made, 213 tweets & 1299 re-tweets were
done, 6 Videos & GIFs were created. Facebook of the Department had 1,24,455
followers.
