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Important policy decisions taken and major achievements during the month of May,
2021.

1. Cattle & Dairy Development:

i. A virtual meeting was organized on 18.05.2021 under the Chairmanship of
Secretary, AHD with the Officers of DAHD & NDDB in order to review the progress of
implementation of Dairy Infrastructure Development Fund.

ii. In order to review the milk situation in the country, a virtual meeting was organized
on 21.05.2021under the Chairmanship of Secretary, AHD with the representatives from
APEDA, NDDB, State Dairy Federations, NCDFI, Private Dairies, Mother Dairy Fruit &
Vegetable Pvt. Ltd, and other Departments of Gol.

iil. To create awareness on Production linked incentive scheme launched by M/o Food
Processing Industries among the Animal Husbandry & Dairy Sector, a meeting was
organized on 21.05.2021 through video conferencing under the Chairmanship of Secretary,
AHD with the representatives from Major State Dairy Federations, Major Private Dairies,
Mother Dairy Fruit & Vegetable Pvt. Ltd.

iv. DAHD and NDDB jointly organized a National Webinar on " Indian Dairy Industry
during COVID 19 Pandemic: Challenges, Lesson Learned and Way Forward" on 27.05.2021.

2. Livestock Health:

i. The outbreak of Avian Influenza (H5 and H5N8) in poultry / ducks was confirmed in
the States of Kerala, Haryana, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Punjab, Gujarat,
Jammu & Kashmir and Uttar Pradesh. The Avian Influenza was also confirmed in crows /
migratory birds in the States of Haryana, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh,
Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, Uttarakhand, Jammu &
Kashmir, Bihar and Punjab. The States were requested to take suitable actions as per
Action plan on Prevention, control and Containment for Avian Influenza. Post Operational
Surveillance Plan (POSP) guidelines issued to the affected states. The sanitation and culling
process is underway as per the action plan.
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ii. The States are reporting to the Department on a daily basis regarding the control
measures adopted by them based on the Revised Action Plan for Prevention, Control and
Containment of Avian Influenza 2021. The Department continues to undertake efforts
towards generating awareness about Avian Influenza (bird flu) through social media
platforms like Twitter, Facebook handles, etc.

iii. On confirmation of incidence of Glanders in the State of Himachal Pradesh,the
Department communicated the state to adopt zoo sanitary measures, monitor/restrict the
equine movements to and from the infected area to prevent further spread of the disease.

iv. The Department nominated Officers to attend the Regional Tripartite webinar on
AMR project held on 10%"May, 2021 to introduce the project, seek interest from the nine
countries for this project and potentially to agree on next steps to finalize the project
design.

V. The Department nominated one Officer to attend G7 ‘Chief Veterinary Officers’
(CVO) meeting in respect to wildlife health surveillance, actionable intelligence and risk
communication.

Vi. The Department nominated Officers of the Department and Scientists of ICAR-IVRI
to attend OIE Webinar on Introduce the Future OIE AMU Data Collection IT System to make
them familiar on data entry and reporting.

vii.  The Department nominated Officers of the Department for Experts meeting of PWG
held on 27®*May 2021.

viii. The Department provided suggestions and advices to Animal Welfare Board of India
in respect of SARS-COV-2 infection and transmission in animals for framing the advisories
and guidelines wherever required in this regard.

ix. The Department nominated Officers of Department and IVRI to attend “First
Meeting of the AMR (Antimicrobial Resistance) Technical Advisory Group (TAG) of SAARC”
to be held during July 2021.

X. The Department communicated Monsoon advisory to States/UTs and NDMA for
taking advance preventive measures in respect to veterinary care and management of
animals during monsoon/floods.

xi. The Department nominated Officers for the 25th session of Codex Committee on
Food Importand Export Inspection and Certification System (CCFICS25) to be held during
May-June, 2021.
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Xii.  Secretary, AHD along with the delegate of OIE, AHC and JS (LH) participated
virtually in 88th Annual General Session of the World Assembly of National Delegates to
the World Organisation for Animal Health (OIE) held during 24t-28thMay, 2021 with the
following agenda:
a. Endorsement of Official Control Programmes for Foot and Mouth Disease
(FMD) of Members
b. Recognition of the Contagious Bovine Pleuro Pneumonia (CBPP) Status of
Member (India is free - continuation of disease-freedom status)
C. Recognition of the Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy (BSE) Risk Status of
Members (India has negligible risk - continuation of status)
d. Recognition of the African Horse Sickness (AHS) Status of Members (India is
free - continuation of disease-freedom status)
e. Nomination for Specialist Commission (3 nomination from India in different
specialist commissions)
f.  Election of DG, Member Council and Regional commission
8. Discussion on standards proposed for adoption

India was included as member of Core Group for Regional Commission of Asia and Pacific.

xiii.  Under NADCP, during the month of May 2021, around 0.26 crore animals were ear-
tagged and no animal has been vaccinated against FMD during this period.

3. National Livestock Mission (NLM):

i. Under Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF), the third
Project Approval Committee meeting under the Chairmanship of joint Secretary (NLM) was
held on 14.05.2021 in which 10 projects were approved with projects costing Rs 169.21
crore with the loan amount of Rs 163.995 crore.

ii. A webinar for Assam State was held on 19.05.2021 in order to discuss the issues
related to Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF) for MSME (Micro
Units) and individual entrepreneurs for awareness regarding AHIDF.

iii. The Committee for the Purpose of Control and Supervision of Experiments on
Animals (CPCSEA) organized refresher training program on 19.05.2021 for their nominees.
Total 88 nominees are working under the various organizations.

4. Credit, Extension and Publicity (CEP):

i. As part of “AzadiKaAmritMahotsav”, the Department organized a webinar
on “Artificial Insemination in Goat- Importance, Present Status andFuture Prospect” on



19.05.2021.The webinar was attended by eminent panelists, scientists and over 800 people
attended the webinar.

il The Department organized a webinar on interactive session on “Exports of Dairy
products: Issues and Prospects” on 28.05.2021. The webinar was attended by eminent
panelists and Managing Directors of Milk Federations. An Open Interactive session also
organized with Exporters coordinated by APEDA. The live streaming of the webinars was
also made through facebookand twitter pages.

5. International Cooperation:

A meeting between Secretary, AHD and H.E Mr. Vincenzo de Luca, Ambassador of
Italy to India, was held on 21.05.2021 wherein Ambassador of Italy raised the issue of
Export of Dairy products specifically cheese made using Animal Rennet, from Italy to India.
[ briefed the Ambassador on Domestic regulations placed in India in 2011 ie The Food
Safety and Standards (Food Products standards and Food Additives) Regulations, 2011
under the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare which disallows import of dairy products
manufactured using animal rennet into India. Both the sides agreed that the technical
experts from both the countries may discuss the matter to resolve the issue during the
upcoming Joint Economic Commission (JEC) meeting. Other important issues were also
discussed in broad terms and both sides promised to follow them appropriately in due
course.

6. Animal Husbandry Statistics:

The Department has given the approval for the third phase of the ongoing project
tided "Integrated Sample Survey Solutions for Major Livestock Products" during May, 2021.
This project was undertaken by the Department in association with ICAR-Indian
Agricultural Statistics Research Institute in 2019 to digitize all the activities under annual
Integrated Sample Survey (ISS) scheme. The project is planned to be conducted in three
phases. In First phase a Web portal is developed and in the second phase an android based
application is designed to collect the MLP data from the households. After successful
completion of these two phases, the need for third phase was felt and accordingly proposal
was sought from IASRI. The main purpose of the third phase is to develop a query module
to monitor and maintain the developed software. This phase is important to update the
software and to implement it in all States/UTs properly. In this process IASRI will do the
needful in order to upgrade the software as per the suggestions received from different
States/UTs as well as from the Centre.



7. Budget:

For the year 2021-22, up to May, 2021, against the Budget Estimate (BE) of Rs.
3599.98 Crore, the expenditure was Rs. 9127 Crore. During the month of May, 2021,
Expenditure for the Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying was Rs. 27.45 Crore.

8. Social Media Activities:

During the month, tweeter page of the Department was hit by 44,215 followers.
Under Social Media activities 176 creative posts were made, 277 tweets, 1935re-tweets
were done,9 Videos & GIFs were created. Facebook of the Department had 1,23,860
followers.
