Important policy decisions taken and major achievements during the month of 
February, 2021. 

1. Cattle & Dairy Development: 

i The Department has approved 6 projects in 4 NER States namely Manipur, 
Meghalaya, Sikkim and Tripura at a total cost of Rs.58.96 Cr. (Central Share Rs.54.27 
Cr) in the Project Sanctioning Committee meeting held on 11.02.2021 for 
implementation under National Programme for Dairy Development. The projects 
primarily aim for installation of bulk milk coolers, creation/strengthening of milk 
processing and marketing infrastructure and strengthening of milk testing facilities in 
the States. 

ii. A meeting of National Steering Committee (NSC) of National Dairy Plan-I (NDP- 
I) was held on 15.02.2021 through Video Conference to review the status of financial 
closure of NDP-I Scheme. 

iii. A meeting of Indian National Committee (INC) of International Dairy 
Federation(IDF) was held on15.02.2021 through Video Conference under the 
Chairmanship of Secretary, AHD with the members of the Committee. 

iv.  Secretary, AHD attended the 6th Governing Council meeting of NITI Aayog held 
on 16.02.2021. 

v. Secretary, AHD made a presentation in the workshop on Aspirational Districts 
held on 09.02.2021. 

vi. Secretary, AHD attended the VC chaired by Cabinet Secretary on Public Health 
Response to COVID 19 to review vaccine approval process and leveraging of public 
sector capacities for manufacturing of COVID 19 vaccine held on 24.02.2021. 

2. Livestock Health: 

i The outbreak of Avian Influenza (H5 and H5NS8) in poultry/ ducks was 
confirmed in the states of Kerala, Haryana, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, 
Chhattisgarh, Punjab, Gujarat, Jammu & Kashmir and Uttar Pradesh. The Avian 
Influenza was also confirmed in crows/ migratory birds in the States of Haryana, 
Mabharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, Gujarat, 
Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, Uttarakhand, Jammu & Kashmir, Bihar and Punjab. States were 
requested to take suitable actions as per Action plan on Prevention, Control and



Containment for Avian Influenza. Post Operational Surveillance Plan (POSP) guidelines 

issued to the affected states. The sanitation and culling process is underway as per the 
action plan. 

ii. The States are reporting to the Department on a daily basis regarding the control 
measures adopted by them based on the Revised Action Plan for Prevention, Control 

and Containment of Avian Influenza, 2021. The Department continues to undertake 

efforts towards generating awareness about Avian Influenza (bird flu) through social 

media platforms like Twitter, Facebook handles, etc. 

iii.  On confirmation of incidence of Glanders in the States of Madhya Pradesh, Uttar 

Pradesh, Haryana, Uttarakhand and Maharashtra, the Department communicated the 

states to adopt Zoo Sanitary measures, monitor/restrict the equine movements to and 
from the infected area to prevent further spread of the disease. 

iv.  The Department advised National Disaster Management Agency (NDMA) to 

make provision under Recovery and Reconstruction guidelines to provide assistance for 

livestock losses to farmers in respect to exotic and other dangerous diseases where 
culling (within a particular zone is resorted to for checking spread of viruses in viral 
diseases like AI, ASF etc.) of the animals is necessary and recommended by the state 

under notification. 

V. Under Risk Consideration and promoting disaster resilient infrastructure, the 

Department communicated National Disaster Management Agency (NDMA) that 
while supporting action plans and proposals, NDMA will advise States/UTs to take 

into account Risk Consideration and promote disaster resilient infrastructure as per 

section 36 and 37 of the Disaster Management Act, 2005. 

vi.  Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for harmonization of Foot and Mouth 

Disease (FMD) vaccines manufacturing has been finalized in consultation with vaccine 

manufacturers and vaccine testing will commence soon. The Department is 

collaborating with Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation (BMGF ) and World Reference 

Laboratory (WRL), Pirbright Institute for laboratory techniques on alternative testing 

strategies besides "Technical manufacturing and in process control support for 

manufacturing partners". 

3. National Livestock Mission (NLM): 

i. Project Approval Committee established under Animal Husbandry Infrastructure 

Development Fund (AHIDF) approved loan amount of Rs. 472.995 crore under Interest 

Subvention Scheme during the month of February, 2021. 

ii. Animal Welfare Board of India (AWBI) conferred Prani Mitra Award and Jeev Daya 

Award on 16.02.2021 and awarded 14 personals and Organizations for their contribution 

in Animal Welfare.



4. International Cooperation (IC): 

15 A courtesy call meeting between Joint Secretary (IC) and Mr. Stefan Kessen, Customs 
Attaché, Embassy of Belgium was held on 07.02.2021. Issues of Veterinary Health 
Certificate for export of Belgian horses to India and for export of pork meat to India, among 
others, were discussed during the meeting. 

ii. A meeting between Joint Secretary (IC) and Ms. Maria Fladl, Counsellor - Economic 

and Trade Affairs, Delegation of the European Union to India was held on 10.02.2021 to 
discuss the state of play of the various items related to animal health (e.g. regionalization, 
veterinary certificate) and to explore the possibility for organizing the next Technical 
Working Group on Animal Health. 

iii. A meeting between Joint Secretary (IC) and Ms. Amanda Kwek, First Secretary, 
Singapore High Commission was held on 10.02.2021. Trade related issues such as the 
issues of proposed health certificate for export of heat-treated poultry meat products, 
proposed health certificate for export of non-canned pork from Singapore to India and 
export of Indian thoroughbred and race horses to Singapore were discussed during the 
meeting. 

5. Social Media Activities: 

During the month, tweeter page of the Department was hit by 38,518 followers. 
Under Social Media activities 206 creative posts were made, 1986 re-tweets were done, 
6Videos & GIFs were created. Facebook of the Department had 1,23,269 followers. Koo 
account of the Department has been activated and has 3556 followers. 
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
