Important policy decisions taken and major achievements during the month of
January, 2021.

1. Cattle & Dairy Development:

i Vide Department’s letter dated 07.01.2021, the outlay of Component B- "interest
subvention on Working Capital loan" under the Support to Dairy Cooperatives and
Farmers Producers Organization (SDCFPO) scheme has been increased from existing
Rs 100 crore to Rs 203 crore for the year 2020-21.

ii. A virtual meeting under the Co-chairmanship of Secretary, AHD and Secretary
(Consumer Affairs) which was organised on 13.01.2021 with the representatives from
BIS, FSSAI & NDDB regarding Harmonization of Indian standards (BIS & FSSAI) into
single standard and also to roll out a uniform quality logo for milk and milk products.

iii.  Secretary, AHD attended virtual meeting held under the Chairmanship of
Advisor to Hon'ble PM through Video conference on 28.01.2021, to review the progress
made regarding convergence of schemes of Agriculture and allied sector,
implementation of Aatmanirbhar Bharat announcements and Flagship programme of
various Ministries.

2. Livestock Health:

i On confirmation of incidence of African Swine Fever (ASF) in pigs in Manipur,
the Department communicated the State to take all measures as per National Action
Plan to control and contain the disease in time.

ii. On confirmation of incidence of Glanders in the States of Uttar Pradesh,
Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and Haryana, the Department communicated with the
States to adopt sanitary measures, monitor/restrict the equine movements to and from
the infected area to prevent further spread of the disease.

iii. =~ The outbreak of Avian Influenza (H5 and H5N8) in poultry / ducks was
confirmed in the States of Kerala, Haryana, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh,
Chhattisgarh, Punjab, Gujarat and Uttar Pradesh. The Avian Influenza was also
confirmed in crows / migratory birds in the States/UTs of Haryana, Maharashtra,
Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh,



Delhi, Uttarakhand, Jammu & Kashmir and Punjab. In this regard, these States/UTs
were requested to take suitable action as per Action plan on Prevention, control and
Containment for Avian Influenza.

iv.  Secretary, AHD reviewed outbreak of Avian Influenza with the representatives
from State Governments through virtual platform.

v. The Department issued advisory to all States for safe use of poultry products and
selling of poultry products sourced from the non-infected areas.

vi.  The election to the positions of President and Vice President of VCI was
conducted. Also, counseling for the admission for 15% seats under All India VCI quota
in all the recognized veterinary colleges was conducted.

vii. Under National Animal Disease Control Programme (NADCP), during the
month of January 2020, around 0.88 crore animals were ear-tagged and around 0.07
crore animals were vaccinated against FMD.

viii. An Expert Committee under the Chairmanship of Animal Husbandry
Commissioner was constituted to visit the facilities of all the three FMD
vaccine manufacturers to assess the quality control process of vaccine manufacturing.

ix.  Secretary, AHD attended a virtual meeting of Principal Scientific Advisor
regarding Regulatory framework for Animal Vaccines and Research & Development.
Also, Secretary, AHD attended virtual meeting of Cabinet Secretary regarding
Regulatory compliance burden - citizen interface.

3. Social Media Activities:

During the month, tweeter page of the Department was hit by 39,900 followers.
Under Social Media activities, 129 creative posts were made, 1562 re-tweets were
done, 12 Videos & GIFs were created. Facebook of the Department had 1,23,115
followers.
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
